VIA CAR

Follow the brown signs to the visitor's car park.
From here, you can reach the Heididorf on foot (7 min.).

VIA THE HEIDIWEG TRAIL

If you are on foot, you can take the Heidiweg Trail
(loop trail approx. 1.5 h) directly to the Heididorf.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT

The Maienfeld Train Station can be reached every
half hour. From here, the Heidi Bus (PostAuto) will take
you directly to your destination on Saturdays,

Sundays and public holidays from May to October.
